Use standing order on patients greater than 16 years of age with these symptoms:

* altered respiratory rate > 28 or < 10
* evidence/history of drug use

Standing order should not be used on patients with these symptoms:
* age less than 16 years
» cardiac dysrhythmias- where ACLS or other approved resuscitative measures
